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UPON THIS ROCK

Have you ever faced problems so over-
whelming that you fdt like you were sinking in
deep mud? The Psdmigt knew this experience dl
too well.

Psalms 69:1-3:

Save me, O God; for the waters are come in
unto my soul.

I sink in deep mire, where there is no stand-
ing: | am come into deep waters, where the
floods overflow me.

I am weary of my crying: my throat is dried:
mine eyes fail while 1 wait for my God.

Anyone who has ever been stuck in the mud
knows that the more you struggle to get out, the
deeper you snk. This is true whether the mud is
physical, psychological or spiritual. You need a
helping hand, someone to lift you OUT of your
situation.

Psalms 40:1-2:

| waited patiently for the LORD; and he inclined
unto me, and heard my cry.

He brought me up also out of an horrible pit,
out of the miry clay, and set my feet upon a
rock, and established my goings.

This is not a message about ELIMINATING
your problems. Sure, we might wish there was such
a thing, some secret formula or “ten-step solution”
guaranteed to diminate dl turmoil from your life.
But as long as the devil is free to roam this world,
as long as man is burdened with a sn nature, there

is no “cure-dl” for diminating problems.

This is a sermon about OVERCOMING your
problems. That is, of course, something atogether
different. That is something REAL.

We have al seen the pictures small children
draw of their moms and dads. These drawings al
have one thing common: The eyes are aways
drawn on the TOP of the head! Children draw
what they see. From their perspective — looking
UP at atdler person — the eyes look like they are
on the forehead! Try it yoursdf!

The firg step in overcoming ANY problem you
may face is knowing how to look at it. How you

look at your problems depends entirely on your
perspective. Are you stuck in the mud, looking
UP a your problem, or are you standing ON THE
ROCK, looking DOWN?

When you are stuck in the mud, even the smdl-
est problem seems overwhelming. When you are
gtanding on the ROCK, even the biggest problem
seems small. When you are stuck in the mud, it
seems like your problems will last forever. When
you are standing on the ROCK, you realize how
tempord your problem redly is. Yes, it is all in
how you look at it.

Years ago, | was employed as a high rise win-
dow cleaner. Hanging off the side of a building,
the people on the sireets below looked very small,
very indgnificant. | was certain that like al people,
they each had their share of problems. But from
my heavenly vantagepoint, their problems looked
oh so very amdl.

How small our problems must look to God!
How we insult His Holy Name when we think that
our problems are bigger than He!

It is not WHO Chrigt is that makes the differ-
enceinour lives. Jesus Chrigt is the Savior, whether
or not ANYONE bdlieves it. It is what you and |
believe ABOUT Christ that determines whether
you are stuck in the mud or standing on the ROCK.
Matthew 16:13-18:

When Jesus came into the coasts of Caesarea
Philippi, he asked his disciples, saying, Whom
do men say that | the Son of man am?

And they said, Some say that thou art John
the Baptist: some, Elias; and others, Jeremias,
or one of the prophets.

He saith unto them, But whom say ye that |
am?

And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art
the Christ, the Son of the living God.

And Jesus answered and said unto him, Blessed
art thou, Simon Bar-jona: for flesh and blood
hath not revealed it unto thee, but my Father
which is in heaven.

Two hours
later, we arrived in Manchester, where | ministered
to two gentlemen, who were brothers both in the
fath and in the flesh. | was pleased to meet Rob-
ert and Barbara Wilkinson at this time, and they
both blessed me very much during my short day.

We were in Manchester dl of two hours, and
then we returned to London for an evening fe-
lowship meseting at Jerome's house. | taught and
we made plans for my return to England (should
the Lord tarry) when, from April 15 to the 23rd, |
will present my classon The Weapons of our War-
fare in beautiful Cornwal, in the south of England
near Lands End. | understand that the accommo-
dations will be fantastic! If you are interested in

The following evening, we gathered for a sec-
ond fdlowship meeting. This was a wonderful night
of healing, ministered both by the spoken Word
and the power of the Holy Spirit. Physicd, spiri-
tud and emotiona wounds were heded.

Jugt this morning, | received a letter from Lon-
don a wonderful report from that meeting. Estefan
Charles wrote, “On our meseting night, we minis-
tered to Brenda for cancer. Shortly after being
ministered to, she fdl ill for two weeks, then re-
covered to an amazing heding performed in her.
The doctors scanned her to see how far the cancer
had progressed, but to their amazement, there was
not atrace of any cancerous cdll in her body.

| am proud of and delighted by the work these
three men of God are doing to further the Gospdl
message in London. Claygone is boldly testifying
of his deliverance from Multiple Sclerosis, from
which he was delivered under my hands by the
wonderful power of God last Easter.

| arrived in Germany late Thursday night. | was
a guest at the home of Seigfried and Dagmar
Wegert and their three beautiful children in the
town of Neuhaeusd. For the firgt time since | left
home | was able to get a good night's deep — it
always takes me a while to get used to the time
change. | woke to the phone call of a believer
whose aunt was hospitalized with a dreadful dis-
ease and dedired to be ministered to. (It is dmost
hard to believe, but this was the fourth such case |
had encountered in less than 48 hours. Thank God
that He has, in His Grace, given us the wegpons of
the warfare with which to fight such battles).

On Friday afternoon, we drove to the beauti-
ful village of Kaub, where the class was being pre-
sented at a chapter of the YMCA called the Haus
Elsenburg. This was a fantastic location. Some had
private rooms, others shared rooms. We were
served three delicious meds a day, and the over-
Seer went out of his way to make us fee welcome.

From the start of our first meeting, when the
messages brought forth by inspired utterance set
forth the text of the message | had prepared for
that hour, the hand of God was mightily upon this
class. | taught eight 50-minute-sessions a day; three
in the morning, three in the afternoon, and two in
the evening.

Besatrice worked for weeks
before class began, trandating my teaching notes
and preparing manuscripts for the trandators. She
checked the King James Verson trandation against
the Luther trandation we used as our primary text
in the class. Because of her great help, we were
prepared ahead of time to explain any differences

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in the texts. This of course made it much smpler
for my trandators. The Weapons of our Warfare

Having my friend Rudi lllavsky there to help
made a big difference for me. His own specid
ministry in music was very instrumental (pardon
the pun) in the success of this class. He led the
worship and praise portion of each meeting, lead-
ing the congregation in lovely German hymns (and
some in English as well) before each sesson.

We returned to the same church that had wel-
comed us in April for the water baptism service.
This was about a ninety-minute drive, but well
worth it, for this was one of the most wonderful
baptisms | had ever taken part in.

On the find Saturday evening of the class, we
had a special evening session where we turned
down the lights, sang songs and heard sharings
from the students and workers.

| had nine students, six from Germany and three
from Switzerland. Each was a mighty blessing,
making their own specid contribution to this class.
They each took giant steps forward in their minis-
tries during this course, and | look forward to
working with them in service to the Lord.

The presentation of The Weapons of our War-
fare class in Mexico City was a tremendous suc-
cess, with al fourteen new students moving for-
ward in ther minigries, in thar undersanding and
in their use of the gifts of the Spirit.

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Sanchez Pantoja, Maria Arvizu Rosas and Javier
Villsefior Licea Even Nely had trouble with some
of these names, S0 you can imagine how | did!

As we were beginning our class, Mexico was
celebrating the annua Dia de los Muertos, or the
“Day of the Dead” festival. This morbid celebra
tion lagts for three days, first for the departed chil-
dren and then for the departed adults. The chil-
dren go out to collect candies, but instead of say-
ing “trick or treat,” they say “Dame mi cdaberita’
which means “give me my skull.” On Monday
evening we went to the Zécdo, the main Plaza in
the city, to see the celebration.

We ran the class from 9:00 AM to 1.00 PM
and then from 3:00 to 7:00 PM, again teaching in
50 minute segments. Some of the students trav-
eled up to two hours EACH WAY to be a part of
this class. Origindly | requested a smdl donation,
but it became very obvious that even this was be-
yond their means, and | was determined that no
one would be left out smply because of money.
Thanks to each of you who helped make this trip
possible by your generous contributions. As the
Scriptures say: “But by an equality, that now at
this time your abundance may be a supply for ther
want, that their abundance also may be a supply
for your want: that there may be equality” (Il
Corinthians 8:14).

| thank God for your help, and for your abun-
