Before anyone could be condemned to die,
the law of Moses required that there were at
least two eyewitnesses whose testimony was
in agreement concerning the crime.

Deuteronomy 17:6

At the mouth of two witnesses, or three
witnesses, shall he that is worthy of death be
put to death; but at the mouth of one witness
he shall not be put to death.
