From around 4:30 am to 6 am, Jesus
was questioned first by Pilate, who
sent him to Herod, who returned him
to Pilate. The governor let the Jews
choose between Jesus and Barabbas.
They chose Barabbas. Arourdlam,
Jesuswas condemnedto die.
