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Matthew 28:1

In the end of thesabbath, as it began to
dawn toward the first dayof the week,
came Mary Magdalene and the other
Mary to see the sepulchre
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Knowing the tomb had been sealed,
they worried how they would open it.
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Mark 16: 14

1 Andwhen the sabbathwas past, Mary Magdalene,
and Mary the mother of James, and Salome, had bought
sweet spices, that they might come and anoint him.

2 Andvery early in the morning the firstlay of the week,
they came unto the sepulchre at the rising of thsun.

3 Andthey said among themselves,
Who shall roll us away the stone from the door of the
sepulchre?

4 Andwhen they looked, they saw that the stone was
rolled away: for it was very great.
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Sometime before daybreak,
the angel of God had rolled away the
stone from the tomb.
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Matthew 28:24

2 And, behold, there was a great
earthquake:for the angel of the Lord
descended from heaven, and came and
rolled back the stone from the door,
and sat upon it.

3 Hiscountenance was like lightning,
and his raiment white as snow:

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The women arrived at the open and emptsomb.

Luke 24:13

1 Now upon the firstdayof the week, very early in the
morning, they came unto the sepulchre,
bringing the spices which they had prepared,
and certain otherswith them.

2 Andthey found the stone rolled away from the

sepulchre.
3 Andthey entered in,andfound not the body of the
Lord Jesus.
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The Gospel of John focuses only on Mary Magdalen
without mentioning the women she came with:

John 20:1

Thefirst dayof the week cometh Mary Magdalene
early, when it was yet dark, unto the sepulchre, an
seeththe stone taken away from the sepulchre.

and cometh to Simon Peter, and to the other
disciple, whom Jesus lovednd saith unto them,
Theyhave taken away the Lord out of the sepulchrg,
andwe know not where they have laid him.
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The women whoremainedat the tomb were the
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Luke 24:48
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And it came to pass,

asthey were much perplexed thereabout,
behold, two men stood by them in shining
garments:

And as they were afraid, and bowed dowtheir
faces to the earth,

they said unto them,

Why seek ye the living among the dead?
Heis not here, but is risen:

rememberhow he spake unto you when he
was yet in Galilee,

Saying The Son of man must be delivered into
the hands of sinful men, and be crucified, and
the third day rise again.

And they remembered his words,




Luke testified of two angels, but both Matthew and
Mark only wrote about one of the angels who spoke
to the women.
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Matthew 28:5-7

> Andthe angel answered and said unto the women,
Fear not ye: for | know that ye seek Jesus, which
was crucified.

6 Heis not here: for he is risen, as he said.

Come see the place where the Lord lay.

” And go quickly, and tell his disciples that he is risen
from the dead; and, behold, hgoeth before you
into Galilee; there shall ye see him:
lo, | have toldyou.
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Mark 16:57

> And entering into the sepulchre, they saw a young
man sitting on the right side, clothed in a long white
garment; and they were affrighted.

6 And he saith unto them, Be not affrighted:
Yeseek Jesus of Nazareth, which was crucified:
heis risen; he is not here:
behold the place where they laid him.

7 But go your way, tell his disciples and Peter that he
goeth before you into Galilee:
there shall ye see him, as he said unto you.
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The two women ran to tell the disciples what they had seer

And they departed quickly from the
sepulchre with fear and great joy;
anddid run to bring his disciples word.
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Mark 16:8

And they went out quickly, and fled

from the sepulchre; for they trembled
and were amazed: neither said they any
thing to any man; for they were afraid.
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Meanwhile, having heard A O té@od
Peter and another disciple ran to the tomb,
with Mary following behind:

John20:34

3 Petertherefore went forth, and that other
disciple, and came to the sepulchre.

4 Sothey ran both together: and the other
disciple did outrun Peter, and came first to

the sepulchre
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John20:59

And he stooping down,and looking in
sawthe linen clothes lying;

yet went he not in.

Thencometh Simon Peter following him,
andwent into the sepulchre,

and seeththe linen clothes lie,

And the napkin, that was about his head,
not lying with the linen clothes,

but wrapped together in a place by itself.
Thenwent in also that other disciple,
which came first to the sepulchre,

and he saw, and believed.

Foras yet they knew not the scripture,
that he must rise again from the dead.




The two men returned home.

14 Andwhen she had thus said,
sheturned herself back, and saw Jesus standing,
and knew not that it was Jesus.

She supposing him to be the gardener,
saith unto him, Sir, if thou have borne him hence,
tell me where thou hast laid him, and | will take

him away.

16 Jesussaith unto her, Mary.
Sheturned herself, and saith unto him,
Rabboni which is to say, Master.

17 Jesussaith unto her, Touch me not;
for I am not yet ascended to my Father:
but go to my brethren,
and say unto them,
| ascend unto my Fatherand your
Father; andto my God, and your God.
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During this time, the other women were
on their wayto find the other disciples.

(With all this coming and going, we must
assume that people could travel along
different paths and not run into each
other along the way.)
